Preparation/Prestart - General e Using headphones and in-ear listening devices is not permitted at any time whilst on site.
Preparation/Prestart - Dust e A dust (P1) mask should be worn when sweeping concrete floors and areas with a lot of dust.
Preparation/Prestart - Vehicle or Mobile Plant e Hi-visibility vest or clothing must be worn if sweeping near roadways, driveways, in carparks or
Traffic around mobile plant such as forklifts and elevated work platforms.

Sweeping Floors - Manual Handling e Sweep with smooth strokes, not a vigorous scrubbing action. Don't bend or twist the body to sweep
under objects.

e Move light objects that are easily moved and sweep around heavy objects or get assistance to move
heavier objects.

e Use along-handled brush and shovel to collect up the pile of dust and dirt.

Sweeping Floors - Dust e Place collected dust and dirt into a bin lined with a rubbish bag. Tie up rubbish bag, removing as much

air as possible, without letting the dust escape and dispose rubbish bag in the skip bin.

- Cuts e When using scraper, push away from the body, do not scrape towards yourself or anyone else.

e Always place blade protector over blade or ensure the blade is fully retracted when not using the
scraper.
e Do not carry scraper in pockets.
